Theatre Rules

Theatre etiquette must be observed by all performers and their parents.  This is what we strive for:

1. We would like all performers to arrive at the theatre in street clothes over their basic leotard and tights.  Then change into their costumes at the theatre.

2. We would like all performers to stay backstage for the entire performance and participate in the finale.

3. We would like all performers to be picked up at the back stage door at the end of the show; again leaving in street clothes.  (Except younger children dressing in the Green Room).

4. Some of the older students want to leave after their dance and go to the mall.  If you want your child to leave for any reason during the performance you MUST sign a permission slip and turn it in before the performance begins.  It will be held by the back stage door monitor.  Once your child has left the theatre we will NOT be responsible for them or for their behavior.  They will not be allowed to return during that performance or for the finale.  No one will be allowed to leave early on Sunday.

What if performers want to see the show?

1. We recommend that you buy a ticket for the other cast.  Come as an audience member and enjoy the show.

2. If you are doing only one or two dances in one act of the show, we would allow you to go into the audience if:

a.
You must have a ticket to sit in the audience.

b. You fill out a permission slip in advance asking to arrive late or leave early from the show.

c. When you are in the audience you DO NOT wear your costume or makeup.

d. Once you have gone into the audience do not plan to return for the finale.

We feel these rules are important to teach your child proper theatre etiquette as well as assuring their safety.  If you have any questions or wish to discuss a specific concerning your child or family, please call the office (310-375-1398) in advance.  PLEASE DO NOT WAIT until the middle of the show to request we release your child.  The person monitoring the door is a volunteer and is only following directions.  

NO ONE WILL BE ALLOWED TO LEAVE EARLY ON SUNDAY.  WE ARE VIDEO TAPING BOTH SUNDAY PERFORMANCES & WANT EVERONE IN THE FINALE.
